hearts?

6. Why do you think Jesus links greatness (v.4) with the action of ‘welcoming’ in v.5?

7. What might “become like little children” mean here? What do you think it does not mean?
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8. Why do you think Jesus links greatness (v.4) with welcome (v.5)? How are humility and
welcome connected?

9. Where do you feel tempted to chase “greatness” as the world defines it?

10. Who are the “little ones” around you—people who are easily overlooked? What would it

look like to welcome them in Jesus’ name?

11. What would childlike dependence on God look like for you and what is one practical way

you can take a “lowly position” this week?
